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Dealing with ‘actual’ clients with ‘real’ needs, requirements and deadlines 

is a challenging task, even for the seasoned professional. Here on the 

Illustration course at Solent we like to compliment studio based projects 

with live briefs that introduce students, within a supportive environment, to 

these high-pressure situations. ‘Art for the Park’ is an extremely successful 

example of this approach that demonstrates the creative ingenuity and 

virtuosity of an individual student combined with the entrepreneurial skills 

that need to be employed to make such an ambitious project happen.
